As Town Agent for the Town of Stacyville, I would like to indicate that the local citizens have ratified and appropriated a total of $2,500 to assist the Town in its effort to locate a 10 to 12 unit low-income elderly housing complex in our community. The Town of Stacyville with assistance from the Upper Valley Economic Corporation (UVEC), 

a 501-(c) 3, non-profit economic development organization, will pursue this objective.  UVEC, an economic development council, is a consortium of the two communities of Sherman and Stacyville, whose mission is to provide the best possible environment for local investment and entrepreneurial activity; and to promote existing business expansion. 


Of the total amount of funds appropriated for this purpose, we estimate a total of $2,500 will be required to match a CDBG Planning Grant in the amount of $10,000 in order to develop an adequate feasibility study and information base for a successful project. These funds will be made available for their specified use in the planning process and form a 25% match towards the study’s budget.


We recognize that the achievement of this objective is one of Stacyville’s highest priorities. As our population matures, the need for quality affordable housing for our lower income elderly residents becomes ever more important. It is our belief that this project, assisted with Community Planning Grant Funds, will be realized in order to benefit the growing number of elderly residents in our community.
